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PREPARATION FOR PROFESSIONAL PRACTICE


CATALOG DESCRIPTION 

An educationally focused community service experience and seminar that emphasizes socialization into the profession of social work.

Prerequisites: SWK 223 Human Behavior in the Social Environment I, SWK; SWK 310 Practice with Diverse Populations; 325 Generalist Practice I: Individuals; and SWK 326 Practice Skills Laboratory.


COURSE DESCRIPTION 

The seminar assists students in exploring their “goodness of fit” with a social work career and in developing an understanding of their own capacities in relation to professional social work competencies.


RELATIONSHIP TO OTHER COURSES 

Classroom content builds on the knowledge, values, and skills learned in SWK 223 Human Behavior in the Social Environment I, SWK 325 Generalist Practice I: Individuals, and SWK 326 Practice Skills Laboratory. In addition, the course prepares students for their senior field courses, SWK 398.10 and SWK 398.11, by providing exposure to social work roles and further development of basic social work competencies. Students must pass SWK 329 with a C or better to move into SWK 394 and SWK 398.01  



COURSE GOALS

The goals for the course are to:
1. Foster commitment to professional ethics, use of supervision, and accountability to client systems.
2. Enhance students’ awareness of their personal characteristics that facilitate or pose barriers to performing social work roles.
3. Promote development of professional behaviors and identification with the social work profession.


STUDENT LEARNING OBJECTIVES

By the end of this course, students will . . .
1. Identify personal, cultural, societal, agency, client, and professional values
2. Articulate the dynamics of oppression and privilege in the lives of their clients 
3. Serve others in a volunteer placement to develop professional behaviors while reflecting on their role as a helper
4. Examine theoretical perspectives that guide social work practice
5. Develop and present on a specific personal interest in the field of social work
6. Examine, discuss, and utilize ethical decision making.
7. Demonstrate preparedness for field through application of professional behavior.
8. Identify value conflicts and bias and apply social work ethics to attain a resolution.
9. Demonstrate skills for working with a variety of clients.
10. Use professional boundaries in helping relationships.
11. Demonstrate appropriate professional behavior.
12. Examine roles of social work in a variety of fields of practice.

· All papers written from sources must include citations following the style requirements of the most recent Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association. This reference text also provides excellent information on the organization and writing of papers. 
· All work must be typed, double-spaced, with numbered pages unless the instructor requests otherwise. Each assignment should be titled, dated, and annotated with your name.
· [bookmark: _Hlk110955514]Papers should use standard margins. The Microsoft Word default setting for margins is 1” top, 1” bottom, and 1” each left and right. The header and footer default settings are 0.5” from the edge.
· Papers should use standard fonts, which include Times New Roman 12 point or Calibri 11 point.

3. “State Your Passion” 

Students will present on a specific interest they have in social work. In your presentation, you should include at least 1 of each of these sources:  Presentations will begin April 2, 2026.

1. A memoir or personal narrative from a client perspective (citation required)
2. A news event associated with your interest.
3. A website or blog specific to relevant issues (e.g. professional organization associated with 
4. A professional source (e.g. academic journal, book) for depth

Additionally, your 15-20-minute presentation, will include the following information:

1. Define a population served by social work.  What are the specific social problems which are involved in the causes? What is the impact on the family unit?
2. Describe the critical need/issue in this field of social work. Discuss level of or lack of prevention.  What is the social stigma attached to the issue? What are legislative barriers to services and funding?
3. Report the tasks of social workers in this type of work.
4. Personal strengths that suit you for this field of work.  
5. Make 2 specific recommendations for improvement to this field of practice.

Your presentation should be in Power Point format.
