Course Overview
Description
This course is an introduction to mass media business and creative careers with a focus on the curricular options in the School of Communication.
Objectives
Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:
· Demonstrate an understanding of mass media career options
· Demonstrate a familiarity with the mass media courses and instructors in the School of Communication 
· Write a basic audio/video script
· Define basic terms and concepts of audio, visual, and interactive media creation
· Create a digital portfolio with audio and video elements that defines their career brand
· Define basic terms and concepts of mass media sales, promotion, and management

Course Policies
Academic Integrity

Any allegation of academic dishonesty may be referred to Student Conduct and Community Responsibilities, a unit of the Dean of Students Office, for possible review. If found responsible for academic dishonesty, a grade penalty can also be applied.
Attendance
As stated in the Undergraduate Catalog, students are responsible for attending class and completing all academic work. Although students do not earn points for mere attendance in this course, students do earn points for assignments that can only be completed by those in attendance. For example, the Guest Reflections cannot be completed unless you are in attendance or have an excused absence that is communicated ahead of time.

Students are not guaranteed to make up points missed during absences unless due to participation in a university-sanctioned activity, to fulfill a religious obligation, or as provided in the university’s Policies and Procedures. In these instances, students must work with their sponsoring department or the Dean of Students Office to obtain and send documentation to all their instructors.  
Absences due to Student Bereavement 
Students who experience the death of an immediate family member or relative as defined in the University Student Bereavement Policy will be excused from class for funeral leave, subsequent bereavement, and/or travel considerations. Students are responsible for providing appropriate documentation to the Dean of Students Office and for contacting their instructor as soon as possible to arrange to complete missed work.
Tardiness
Arriving late to class causes a disruption and, in some cases, may preclude a student's participation in course content. I will take attendance at the beginning of class and can’t guarantee that I will stop in the middle of class to change the attendance if a student walks in late. See me at the end of class if you walk in late to let me know you were present that day. If a student is repeatedly tardy, it is not guaranteed the attendance will be changed after walking in.
Submitting Late Assignments

Communication
Email is the primary form of communication in this course — important information and instructions will be sent out through email. As such, students are expected to check their school email regularly. Additionally, students are encouraged to communicate with their instructor via email to ask questions, request deadline extensions ahead of the deadline, or provide course feedback at any time outside of course meetings.

Submitting Late Assignments
Points may not be earned for any assignment or project* submitted past the established due date and time unless the student has contacted the instructor and made arrangements ahead of the deadline. To arrange for a deadline extension, students should email their request to the instructor, including the assignment or project title, the original deadline, the reason for requesting an extension, and a proposed new deadline not to exceed seven days beyond the original deadline or the final exam date and time (whichever is shorter). Exceptions to this policy for missed deadlines due to absences can be found in the Course Policies > Attendance section of this syllabus.
*The only exceptions to this late work policy are Projects 1-9. Since all of your projects are needed to build up to a final portfolio at the end of the semester, late submission will be accepted for Projects 1-9, but only for 50% (5 points) credit. All late submissions for Projects 1-9 must be communicated with the instructor and submitted before Monday, November 17th.
Portfolio Artifacts
One of the culminating experiences of a Mass Media degree is the completion of COM 396 Mass Media Capstone, a course that includes the preparation of a personal portfolio to organize and showcase a student's abilities. Students are encouraged to retain items from this class, whether produced independently or in groups, for inclusion as portfolio artifacts. Beyond the Capstone class, a student's portfolio may also prove a valuable tool as they seek entry into a graduate program or employment in their areas of specialization.
Extra Credit Opportunities
Research Participation
There will be a few extra credit opportunities for research participation. The extra credit points will be added to a student's final grade and may not necessarily appear in the gradebook immediately upon a student's completion of the opportunity. There are no guarantees for extra credit, and it is each student’s responsibility to be aware of and take advantage of such opportunities. Students may receive extra credit for participating in any of the studies posted to the School of Communication’s Research Announcement Board. The Research Announcement Board is updated as research studies are opened/closed, and it is the student's responsibility to access the Board and be aware of available opportunities. The Research Announcement Board can be accessed online.

In general, each 30 minutes of participation in an extra credit study will earn a student 0.5 Research Credits, but students should see the call for participants for the Research Credits associated with each study. For example, if a student participates in a research study worth 0.5 Research Credit, their participation would provide five (5) points to their final grade. Each project listed on the Research Announcement Board will indicate the specific number of Research Credits associated with the project. Students can earn a maximum of ten (10) extra points for COM 101.

The instructor will receive evidence of participation and the time of participation from the researcher(s) who administer the research studies at the conclusion of the semester; however, it is the student's responsibility to make sure that the researchers have the necessary evidence of their participation at the time of the study. Before participating in a study, students should be sure to have their name, ULID (i.e., the part of a student's email before @ilstu.edu), instructor name, and course and section number ready, as students will need to provide these to receive credit. Research Credit can only be applied to one course for each study, unless specified otherwise on the Research Announcement Board. After the final exam, a student will have no further opportunities for extra credit or to otherwise improve their grade.
Non-Research (determined by instructor)
There may be some studies for which a student is not eligible (e.g., recruiting based on gender or family structure) or in which they do not wish to take part. Reasonable alternatives are available for those not able or wanting to take part in specific studies, to ensure equitable non-research-based opportunities. Throughout the semester, the instructor may announce non-research opportunities for extra credit, which could include attending a colloquium, reading a recent article or research paper, or attending an on-campus event and writing a summary of the connection of the event to course content. The instructor will make these opportunities and specific details available as they arise.
